Tips for Members Who Want to Be Green

Cost-Effective Energy Improvements

Upgrade to eco-friendly lighting — Replace high-energy use lamps with more energy-efficient
lamps: Change T-12 Magnetic to T-8 with electronic ballast; Incandescent bulbs to Compact
fluorescent bulbs; Incandescent exit signs to LED exit signs; Metal Halide or high pressure
sodium Hi-Bay fixtures to T-5 fluorescent fixtures.

T-5 lighting is good for high ceilings and large area lighting. They consume 50 % less energy
than metal halide, pulse start metal halide and high press sodium fixtures. It is fully controllable,
providing instant-on, instant re-strike, dimming options, daylight harvesting and motion sensor
capabilities. Plus, bonus for printers, improved color rendering!

Tax deductions are available for energy efficient upgrades!

Water/Air
Check for and repair leaks; install water-saving devices (low-flow faucets and toilets); use shut
off nozzles on hoses. Use the right size air compressor for the job.

Landscape for the Environment

Reduce the amount of blacktop on your property; water lawns at off-peak times (never in the
heat of day); do not water pavement; water less by landscaping with native plants — less lawn
equals less maintenance; install moisture sensors on automatic sprinkler systems.
